Problem: “Free pulse setting used but speed reading is still out”

- If your speed reading is still out, instead of pressing the programming button at 60 KM/H, try 
pressing it a 58 KM/H or 62 KM/H. This method will help fine tune your speed reading but may not 
work on some vehicles.

Problem Possible Cause Solution

-bad connection on gauge -test for power at the back of the gauge

-no back lighting -incorrect wiring -refer to fitting instructions
